Grant Policies

The following guidelines have been established for the Association of Downtown Businesses’ (ADB) Grant Program, for grants made from the ADB.

1. Grant applications are limited to property and business owners, located in the Downtown District.  Downtown District is determined by the ADB Board of Directors.

2. Grants request can be made for up to $250.00

3. Grantees can reapply for additional grants, but can only receive one grant per fiscal year, July 1, 2005 – June 30, 2006.

4. Grant winners need to abide by the Historic Preservation/Design Review Commission (HPDRC) guidelines and City of Stevens Point ordinances, when grant is used for exterior improvements.  Please contact the Community Development Office at 346-1567 for copies of the guidelines/ordinances.
5. Preference will be given to projects that:

a. improve exterior and/or interior appearance of a downtown building;
b. occupy a previously vacant space;

c. are permanent to the building structure and can not be taken if property or business owner moves location;
d. encompass the Association of Downtown Businesses mission of “To lead and engage the community in maximizing our historic Downtown Stevens Point.”
6. Examples of suitable projects include, but are not limited to:

a. signage projects, visible from the street;
b. canopy rehab or new;
c. carpeting;
d. decorative light, with approval from HPDRC

e.  improvements to entrance of storefront.
7. Grants will not usually be made to:

a. inventory purchases;

b. display cases, store furniture, and/or similar items;
c. items that are easily removed and can be taken with property or business owner if relocates.
8. All grant winners will be asked to submit a grant summary report.  If a summary report was not or is not submitted for an awarded grant, you will not be considered for future grant opportunities.  Summary reports should be submitted with in one year of receiving the grant.  The summary should be a one page description on the outcomes of the project and include appropriate receipts.
9. The Grant Program will operate without discrimination as to age, religion, sex, or national origin in considering results, and will award grants only to agencies and organizations which do not discriminate as to age, race, sex, religion, or national origin.

· A completed Association of Downtown Businesses Grant Request Form (above).  You must follow this Grant Request Form format.  Proposals not using the format will be disqualified.

· Original request and FIVE copies must be submitted.  E-mail submissions will not be accepted.
The Grant Request Form may be reproduced on your computer as long as all questions are reproduced and answered.

General Grant Information

· Proposals are due to the Association of Downtown Businesses office by February 28, 2006.  Applications received by mail must be postmarked no later than February 28, 2006.  Application received after February 28, 2006, will not be considered.
· Grantees will be notified on, or before, April 1, 2006.

· A report documenting progress of the project must be submitted within one year of a grant award.
